


 
On the main living level, through the foyer is the 
kitchen, dining area and living room as well as a 
den for relaxing. There is also a laundry room 
and large pantry or storage room. The bright 
open living areas & windows are perfectly 
situated to enjoy the stunning views of Hague 
Lake and Turtle Island and flawlessly capture 
the quiet serenity of this one-of-a-kind pristine 
location.  
 
 
 

This main level has wood flooring consisting of fir, 
pine and maple. There is a good sized room that 
would be ideal as a guest or children’s bedroom, 
office, den or art studio. The kitchen is fully 
equipped with a dishwasher, microwave, 
refrigerator, large freezer and propane stove and 
has one of the most breathtaking views of this 
incredible location. The bathroom is of European 
design and features a claw-foot tub, vanity and 
tiled shower with the toilet & sink in a separate 
room. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
There is an impressive central staircase to the 
second floor handcrafted from yellow cedar. On 
this level there are three bedrooms including a 
spacious master bedroom, a large ‘double’ 
room and a children’s bedroom with built-in 
bunk-beds, as well as a TV room that could 
easily be converted into a fourth bedroom, a 3-
piece bathroom with a corner shower and 
access to a loft area that provides additional 
storage.  
 

 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
In addition there is a large basement, ideal for 
storage, which is built on bed-rock and which may 
be accessed from within the house or from the 
outside. There is also an electric furnace and 
wood fired boiler. Classic vintage cast iron hot 
water radiators heat the house and a wood chute 
from the woodshed ensures easy wood access. 
Water for the house is drawn from the lake and is 
filtered through a UV purification system also 
housed in the basement.  
 

 
An expansive south-facing deck runs the length of 
the front of the house with a second separate lower 
deck ideal for sunny summer entertaining. 
 

Additional outbuildings include a 420sqft 
workshop set up for power tools with a separate 
breaker panel wired for 220volts
generator & space to park a vehicle.  

 
 
 
 
There is a hexagonal potting and storage shed, a 
caretakers trailer with a covered deck and a wood 
fired lakeside sauna.  
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At lakeside there is a 650sqft guest cabin or craft 
studio serviced by power and water and accessed 
by a second driveway and trail from the main 
house.  
 
 

 
 
 
 
There are 2 vegetable gardens – a kitchen garden 
with raised beds for summer crops and a second 
garden for root crops and berries as well as a 
mature and productive orchard with 6 varieties of 
apple, 1 pear, 2 plum and a cherry tree. There are 
2 approved septic areas on property. 
 
 
 

 
This beautiful property is situated adjacent to 
Kw’as Park which offers hours of quiet enjoyment 
and scenic beauty as you stroll on well 
maintained trails through spruce
of old growth fir and cedar and up on to high 
open bluffs overlooking incredible vistas.
majority of the acreage itself is undeveloped with 
a network of private walking trails connecting the 
diverse grounds for the utmost enjoyment of all of
its pristine natural features and the remarkable 
wildlife and indigenous species of birds inc
eagles, woodpeckers, herons
hawks and owls that frequent and nest on and 
around the property. 
 

 
 
 
The home has been successfully run as a vacation 
rental destination for several years with a large 
number of repeat clientele. The developments on 
the property are unique and there has been 
extensive use of native materials with a wonderful 
artistic flair.  The home is cozy, full of character and 
situated in such a way that is truly captures the 
essence of this property and its location.   
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Cortes Island has a population of around 
1000 people.  A relaxed rural lifestyle is 
evident throughout, particularly in the 
Community Hall, which hosts the Post 
Office, Library and small College.  
“Downtown Manson’s” includes the School, 
Medical Centre, Cortes Market General 
Store, restaurant, credit union, fire hall, 
museum and future housing for seniors.  
Undeveloped commercial land provides for 
future expansion.  Provincial Parks with 
beaches, public dock and freshwater lakes 
are minutes away. 

 
Cortes Island, part of the Discovery Islands is 
considered a major gateway to the very 
popular Desolation Sound region; well known 
for its waterfalls, secret coves, rock cliffs and 
tranquil natural beauty with plenty of 
opportunity for wildlife viewing, including bald 
eagles and bears.  For the outdoor enthusiast 
it is truly one of the best jumping off points for 
a variety of outdoor activities including 
fishing, prawning, kayaking & hiking.  This 
area enjoys a nice temperate climate and the 
waters here are warmer than in most other 
areas on the coast.  

 
 
Access to Cortes Island is a 45-minute trip via 
regularly scheduled ferry service from Heriot 
Bay on Quadra Island.  Quadra Island is a 
short 10-minute ferry ride from Campbell 
River.  During the summer months there is 
also regular float plane service from 
Vancouver and Seattle directly into Cortes
