





Moorage facilities are
located in front of the Lodge.
Leading down from the deck
is an aluminum ramp to a 70
ft concrete dock with an
additional 14 x 14 ft dock
utilized as a fish cleaning
station.

Additional buildings and accommodations include the
chef's quarters, guide’s accommodation, shop,
laundry and storage, fish packing and processing
room as well as tackle and equipment storage area,
all of which are very functionally laid out and well
equipped. The offer also includes 6 aluminum boats.
The Lodge/Fishmaster boat is 22 ft welded aluminum
with twin 135hp outboards in addition to five 16 ft
centre console fishing machines completely equipped
with depth sounders, radios, electric downriggers.



Power and Water

Power is supplied to the lodge by a diesel generator and there is a second smaller unit for the
staff house. Domestic water is processed from the sea water using a reverse 0Smosis system
that provides excellent potable water at a rate of 90 gal per hour in the main plant and 35 gal
per hour from the back up plant.

This is a truly rare and exceptional
opportunity as Farewell Harbour is the only
resort of its type in the region. It is
adjacent to one of BC’s most spectacular
Marine Parks and central to most
everything one could imagine exploring
and experiencing in the area. From simply
staying at the resort and enjoying the
surroundings to heli fishing some of the
mainland’s most prolific rivers & lakes,
world-class saltwater fishing and gathering,
unbelievable wildlife experiences from the
water to the land to the air. This location is
well known throughout the yachting
community who frequently visit the region.
There is easy access to service centres on
Vancouver Island and is within a few hours flight from major Pacific Rim city centres such as
Vancouver and Seattle.



Surrounded by the mountains of Vancouver Island
to the west and the Coast Range on the mainland
of British Columbia the remote islands of the
Broughton Archipelago Marine Park are largely
undeveloped and provide outstanding cruising,
kayaking, unlimited and unique fishing, exploring,
wildlife watching and access to the many channels
and inlets on the mainland.

The region is home to a northern population of
resident killer whales (Orcas), and other marine
mammals including dolphins, harbour porpoise,
porpoise, seals, and wintering sea lions. Other
wildlife in the area includes deer, bears, shorebirds,
seabirds, loons, and bald eagles. Vast numbers of
salmon migrate through these waters providing
excellent salmon fishing. A confidential development
scheme is available to interested buyers.
