




The West wing of the main level consists of 6 guest rooms each with a full private bath.  
These guest accommodations are very comfortable and nicely appointed with quality 
furnishings and linens.  The linen storage, laundry room, another full piece bath and 
mechanical room are also on the main level. Upstairs are 2 additional suites – one deluxe 
suite, which includes a large soaker tub, and a second, more spacious suite that is ideal for 
guests but currently serves as the owners’ accommodation.   
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
The Cottage: in addition to the main lodge, situated behind and 
above is a fully self-contained 2-bedroom cottage.  This building 
can be used to house staff or owners/management and is also 
adequate to use as additional guest accommodations.   
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With a desire to provide their guests with the best comfort 
and comply with necessary regulations and guidelines, 
these works included replacing or upgrading all plumbing 
and wiring, installing a state of the art water filtration and 
UV treatment system, drilling a new deep well to ensure a 
substantial supply of domestic water, which is in addition 
to the existing supply from a natural spring named 
Kirkman Spring, still under license to the Lodge.  Power 
systems were improved and include 2 diesel generators 

and a double bank of outback invertors that supply 110 and 220 power with the necessary 
complement of deep cycle batteries, all integrated with the necessary control and 
monitoring systems.  Appliances including 2 oversized refrigerator/freezers, commercial 
gas cook stove, commercial grade propane freezer as well as a hot rock oven in addition to 
a full complement of smaller appliances and equipment were all replaced and upgraded. 
 
Marine equipment included with the sale are 2 welded aluminum 
boats.  One is 24ft and the other 14ft. and kayaks. 
 
Waste management is managed by a septic system that is in 
accordance with the Ministry of Environment. 
 
Fuels: diesel powers the generators and propane is used 
primarily for the appliances and the new gas fireplace.  There is 
adequate storage for volumes required.  Recently an enviro tidy 
tank was installed for gas storage with the approved equipment to 
fuel lodge boats dockside.

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Access to Cortes Island is a 45-minute trip via 
regularly scheduled ferry service from Heriot Bay on 
Quadra Island.  Quadra Island is a short 10-minute 
ferry ride from Campbell River on central 
Vancouver Island.  Campbell River and Lund just
north of Powell River on the British Columbia
mainland are approximately 20 miles from this 
property and less than an hour away by boat.
